Instructions for Presenters

Oral Presentations.  Most oral presentations will be made using Power Point.  Please bring your presentation on either USB or CD.  There will be a room (Mesquite D) in the Desert Conference Center to check your presentation on a PC similar to ones in the technical sessions.

You should plan to be present at the designated room for your talk 30 minutes prior to beginning the session to load and check your presentation on the PC. 

For low tech presentations, overhead projectors will be available.

Poster Presentations.  Posters should be put up no later than Tuesday night in Ballroom East and Ballroom West.  Posters will be available for the entire meeting.  Poster boards are 120 cm high by 240 cm wide.  See attached diagram.

Exhibitors.  Exhibits should be ready for display by Tuesday night.  Exhibitors will be in the Ballroom Central.  See attached diagram.
